WHY ARE WE VOTING ON NOVEMBER 8TH?

While the actual date varies every four years, the United States always votes for president on the first Tuesday following

the first Monday in November. This year, the first day of November falls on a Tuesday so the election takes place after the

first Monday on November 8.

The decision to vote on both a Tuesday and in the month of November has agrarian roots. In the 1800’s, the majority of

people in America were farmers. Polling locations were not as convenient as they are today. People often traveled a day to

go vote. Holding the election on a Tuesday allowed for two days (Monday and Tuesday) to account for traveling to and

from the polling locations.

November was selected as the month because it did not interfere with the planting season. By November, the fall harvest

had already been complete, and it was just before the harsh winter weather hit allowing people to travel to the polls.

Winnebago County residents who are not registered to
vote and who meet the following lllinois voter qualifica-
tions should register:

1. Must be a citizen of the United States

2. Must be at least 18 years old — However, if you are
going to be 18 years old in a General Election year
prior to that General Election, you may register and
vote in that years’ Primary Election (providing you
meet all qualifications)

3. Must be a resident of the State for at least 30 days
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You can register at any Election Authority during their
normal office hours. The only time you cannot register is
during a period from 28 days prior to an election until
the 2nd day after the election is held.
