  WHEREAS, said Board has made a report containing findings of fact and 
recommending the approval of the Special Use Permit 
 
  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF LOVES PARK, ILLINOIS: 
 
                 That a Special Use Permit to allow 100 percent office space in the CR 
(Commercial Retail) Zoning District under the terms of the Zoning Ordinance No. 795 of 
the City of Loves Park, Illinois, is hereby granted on property legally described as 
follows:

e.   In the CN, CG, and CR districts businesses shall not be allowed to 
place security bars, retractable or stationary gates on the windows or 
doors, darken the windows, or fashion security surveillance systems to the 
exterior of the structure. 
 
Amend Article III, Districts, Division 3, Commercial, Section 102-174, CR 
commercial retail district, (b), (31), as follows: 
 
31.  Schools of instruction that include training for music, dancing, martial 
arts, as well as, commercial or trade schools.

57.   Tattooing, body piercing, body branding and body carving, including 
services that simulate cosmetic make-up.  Such establishments shall be 
subject to the provisions in Article V of the City’s Code. 
 
Add Article III, Districts, Division 3, Commercial, Section 102-175, CG 
commercial general district, (b), (58), as follows:

  WHEREAS, a public hearing before the Zoning Board of Appeals was held 
thereon after due notice in the manner provided by law, and 
 
  WHEREAS, said Board has made a report recommending the approval of 
the Text Amendment, and 
 
  WHEREAS, the City of Loves Park is authorized and empowered by the 
Statute to adopt and enforce the provisions of this ordinance. 
 
  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF LOVES PARK, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS: 
 
  Amend Article V, Off-Street Parking and Loading, as follows: 
 

Amend Article V, Off-Street Parking and Loading, Section 102-258, (16) 
(b), as follows: 
 
b.  General requirements.  All parking areas, public or private, and 
including all open sales areas containing more than five spaces, shall be 
screened with landscaping on the sides adjacent to property that is used 
or zoned for residential purposes, and on all sides abutting a public right-
of-way.  Parking areas, public or private, including all open sales areas 
containing ten or more contiguous spaces shall contain, dispersed among 
the parking spaces and around the edges of the parking area, protected 
trees.  One tree shall be provided for each five parking spaces to be 
placed on the perimeter of the area, and one tree shall be provided for 
each 10 parking spaces to be placed on the interior of the area.   
 
Amend Article V, Off-Street Parking and Loading, Section 102-258 (17) (c) 
(1), as follows: 
 
1.  Any required planting strip shall be a minimum of eight feet in depth 
and span the width of the frontage, excepting areas required as 
ingress/egress.  Parcels containing more than one frontage will be 
required to provide a continuous planting strip where possible, on all 
frontages. 
 
Amend Article V, Off-Street Parking and Loading, Section 102-260, (b), 
(17), as follows: 
 



17.   Day care and pet day care centers.  One parking space per six 
students/animals, or off-street parking spaces to accommodate at least six 
vehicles, whichever is greater. 
 
Add Article V, Off-Street Parking and Loading, Section 102-260, (g), (15), 
as follows: 
 
15.   Workout centers.  One parking space per employee and one for each 
200 square feet of gross habitable floor area. 

 
All other provisions of Article V, Off-Street Parking and Loading, shall remain in effect as 
previously published

  WHEREAS, the City desires to amend certain portions of Article VI, Signs, 
and 
 
  WHEREAS, a public hearing before the Zoning Board of Appeals was held 
thereon after due notice in the manner provided by law, and 
 
  WHEREAS, said Board has made a report recommending the approval of 
the Text Amendment, and 
 
  WHEREAS, the City of Loves Park is authorized and empowered by the 
Statute to adopt and enforce the provisions of this ordinance. 
 
  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF LOVES PARK, ILLINOIS AS FOLLOWS: 
 

Amend Article VI, Signs, Section 102-282, (j) (6), as follows: 
 
6.  Temporary signs or attention-getting devices that contain or consist of 
banners, posters, placards, pennants, ribbons, feather flags, streamers, 
strings of light bulbs or flags, a-frame signs, poster panels, spinners, signs 
attached to or on vehicles, inflatables or other similar devices 
 
Add Article VI, Signs, Section 102-282 (d), as follows: 
 
d.  The area of each sign face shall be used in the calculation of permitted 
signage available for a sign. 
 
Amend Article VI, Signs, Section 102-282, (h) (2), as follows: 
 
2.  All structural pylons, supports, and sign base shall be set back ten (10) 
feet from the 
property line and adhere to the sign requirements set forth within the 
zoning district. 
 
Amend Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284 as follows: 
 
2.  CR, CG and CO districts. In the CR, CG, and CO districts, business 
signs are permitted 
subject to the following provisions: 
 
Amend Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284, 2 (a) (3), as follows: 
 
3.   Only one freestanding sign shall be permitted per zoning lot, except 
when a business has more than one frontage.  The restrictions on the 



number of signs and sign area shall apply independently to each frontage; 
however, the maximum allowable sign area shall apply to only one 
frontage at the applicant’s option and the maximum allowable sign area on 
any other frontage shall be one times that frontage.  Excess area cannot 
be transferred from one frontage to another. 
 
Amend Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284, 2 (a) (5), as follows: 
 
5.  All freestanding signs shall not project higher than eight (8) feet above 
grade 
level, or above the adjacent roadway as measured from the top of the curb 
nearest the 
freestanding sign location, whichever is taller.  Commercial lots that have 
four (4) or  
more businesses on the same lot, shall be permitted to have a single 
freestanding sign with a height not to exceed fifteen (15) feet. 
 
Add Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284, 2 (a) (6), as follows: 
 
6.   A freestanding sign or base shall be enclosed, and pole supports shall 
not be visible.   The material for the sign base shall include a base 
constructed of brick, stone, or masonry 
Materials, and be matched in type and color to these materials used on 
the buildings on      the premises if such materials are present.  The area 
of the sign base shall be no less      than fifty (50) percent of the width of 
the sign.    
 
Add Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284, 2 (a) (7), as follows: 
 
7.  All freestanding business signs shall provide landscaping, which shall 
include some combination of live planted shrubs and flowers.  The 
landscaped area shall be mounded 
or elevated, and protected from automobile traffic by curbing or some 
other effective barrier to the passage of automobiles.  The base for the 
landscaped area shall be masonry materials and/or be matched in type 
and color to the materials used on the buildings on the premises if such 
materials are present.   
 
Add Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284, 2 (a) (8), as follows: 
 
8.  Existing signs may be refaced if using the existing frame.  Signs that 
have been structurally altered by fire, act of God, by accident, or signs that 
are altered in size or additions to the existing structure shall be required to 
comply with Sections 102-284, 2 (a) (5), (6), and (7). 
 
Add Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284, 2 (a) (9), as follows: 
 
9.  Electronic graphic display or digital signs are only permitted in CR and 
CG zoning districts, or for educational, religious, and governmental 
institutions.   
 
Add Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284, 2 (a) (9) (a), as follows: 



 
a.   Electronic graphic display or digital signs shall not exceed a total of 64 
square feet, and any off-site advertising is only permitted by special use 
permit.   
 
Add Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284, 2 (a) (9) (b), as follows: 
 
b.  No more than one electronic graphic display or digital sign is permitted 
on a zoning lot for a single business use subject to section 2 (a) (10) 
 
Add Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284, 2 (a) (10), as follows: 
 
10.  Operation of electronic graphic display or digital signs.   
 
a.   All illumination may consist of full color or monochrome, but shall not 
be overly vivid. 
 
b.  The message shall not flash, scroll or scintillate.    
 
c.  Illumination representing movement or animation shall be prohibited. 
 
d.  Any message shall be displayed for a minimum of 10 seconds.  And, 
the electronic 
graphic display or digital sign shall be equipped with photosensitive 
equipment which 
automatically adjusts the brightness and contrast of the sign in direct 
relation to the      ambient outdoor illumination, so as not to create a traffic 
hazard for operation of motor 
vehicles, or create a nuisance. 
 
Add Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284, 2 (a) (10) (e), as follows: 
 
e.   Electronic graphic display or digital signs shall comply with Section 
102-282, (j), (1), (4), (5), & (7) 
Add Article VI, Signs, Section 102-284, 3, as follows: 
 
f.  Existing electronic graphic display or digital signs, pre-dating the 
adoption of this 
ordinance, shall be permitted to be repaired. 

   
All other provisions of Article VI, Signs shall remain in effect as previously published
