Section 3. Findings.  The City Council finds and determines as follows: 

(a) The factual recitals in Section 2 are incorporated into this Section 3 as 
findings of fact. 

(b) The findings of fact made in the Amended Redevelopment Plan are 
incorporated into this Section 3 as findings of fact.   

(c) Expansion of the Redevelopment Plan Area to include additional parcels for 
development meets the criteria  set forth in 65 ILCS 5/11-74.6-22(c) which allows for the City of 
Loves Park to provide for expansion of the project area by the adoption of an Ordinance to that 
effect without further hearing or notice to include land that (i) is at least in part contiguous to the 
existing redevelopment project area, (ii) does not exceed approximately 16.56 acres, (iii) at the 
time of the establishment of the redevelopment project area would have been otherwise eligible 
for inclusion in the redevelopment project area, and (iv) is zoned so as to comply with this Act 
prior to its inclusion in the redevelopment project area. 

Section 4. Filing with County Clerk .  The City Clerk is directed to file (i) a 
certified copy of this Ordinance (including the attached legal description and map) and (ii) a list 
of parcel or tax identification numbers for each parcel of property included within the Amended 
Project Area, with the County Clerk of Winnebago County, Illinois, as soon as possible after the 
adoption and approval of this Ordinance. 

Section 5. Invalid Portions are Severable.  If any section, paragraph or 
provision of this Ordinance shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the 
invalidity or unenforceability of such section, paragraph or provision shall not affect any of the 
remaining provisions of this Ordinance. 

Section 6. Superceder.  All ordinances, resolutions, motions and orders in 
conflict with this Ordinance are repealed to the extent of such conflict. 

Section 7. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect 
immediately upon its passage and approval, as provided by law.

Section 8. Notice of Public Hearing.  Notice of hearing shall be published at 
least once not less than fifteen (15) days prior to the public hearing specified in Section 5 above, 
in a newspaper of general circulation in the City.  In addition, notice shall be given by depositing 
the notice in the United States mail addressed to the person or persons in whose name the general 
taxes for the last preceding year were paid on each lot, block, tract or parcel of land lying within 
the proposed special service area.  This notice shall be mailed not less than ten (10) days prior to 
the time set for the public hearing.  In the event taxes for the last preceding year were not paid, the 
notice shall be sent to the person last listed on the tax rolls prior to that year as the owner of the 
property.  The notice to owners of record shall be in substantially the form set forth in Exhibit B 
to this Ordinance. 

Section 9. Supersede Conflicting Ordinances.  All ordinances or parts of 
ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are repealed to the extent of such 
conflict. 

Section 10. Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from 
and after its passage and approval in the manner provided by law.

indefinite period of time, as needed, commencing from and after the City's determination that a 
need for some or all of the Special Services has arisen.   

Notwithstanding the foregoing, taxes shall not be levied hereunder and said City of Loves 
Park Special Service Area Number 4 (Loves Park Corporate Center Maintenance SSA) shall be 
"dormant" and only take effect if (i) the City, in its sole discretion, has made the determination 
that a need for some or all of the Special Services has arisen; and (ii) the City elects to assume and 
perform some or all of the Special Services. 

 
If a petition signed by at least 51% of the electors residing within the City of Loves Park 

Special Service Area Number 4 (Loves Park Corporate Center Maintenance SSA) and by at least 
51% of the owners of record of the land included within the boundaries of the City of Loves Park 
Special Service Area Number 4 (Loves Park Corporate Center Maintenance SSA) is filed with the 
City Clerk of the City of Loves Park within sixty (60) days following the final adjournment of the 
public hearing objecting to the creation of the special service area, the issuance of bonds for the 
provision of special services to the area or the levy of taxes affecting the area, no such area may 
be created and no such bonds may be issued or taxes levied or imposed. 
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
